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When you find an animal, students should complete each of the following:

* Fill out the Body Parts chart by placing a number in the "legs" column and a checkmark +~ under
every other body part the animal has. Use the ‘Human’ row as a guide.

* Describe a unique or interesting body part of the animal.
* How does the animal’s hair, feathers, scales, or skin help it live in its home?

* Act like the animal (walk on your knuckles like a gorilla, waddle like a penguin, swim like a sting ray,
n etc.).

* Write down any questions the student’s have about the animals to ask a docent.
